As we approach the mid-quarter, I feel that we are off to a highly successful year.  We’re half-way through our first history unit, are nearly finished with our first comprehension focus-inference, have analyzed and applied the use of adjective, adverbs, and prepositions, and are ready to begin the first essay/book project.  Already, six weeks of school have zoomed by.

I spent the first six weeks introducing students to procedures and expectations. Many students were able to adjust to a new year very smoothly and were able to get all assignments in on time and completely finished.
